a. RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES

FLAT ROOFS SHALL NOT BE PERMITTED IN THE R-A OR R-B ZONES. ALL

ROOFS IN THE R-A AND R-B ZONES SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM 4 1/2 INCH ON

TWELVE-INCH PITCH, WITH THE EXCEPTION THAT ONE-FAMILY HOMES 1 1/2

STORIES IN HEIGHT MAY HAVE A ROOF UP TO A MINIMUM 8 1/2 INCH ON

TWELVE-INCH PITCH. FLOOR SPACE ABOVE 2 1/2 STORIES CREATED BY A

ROOF SHALL BE CONSIDERED AN ATTIC, BUT NOT A STORY. A HABITABLE

ATTIC SHALL CONSTITUTE A STORY ONLY WHEN IT HAS A STAIRWAY AS A

MEANS OF ACCESS, AND WHEN THE CEILING HAS A HEIGHT OF AT LEAST

SEVEN FEET, SIX INCHES ABOVE THE ATTIC FLOOR, AND IS NO MORE THAN

ONE-THIRD THE AREA OF THE FLOOR BELOW. THERE SHALL BE NO

PLUMBING FIXTURES IN THE ATTIC .

2. THE HOME IS CURRENTLY UNDER CONSTRUCTION / RENOVATION FROM A
